CAN YOU FEEL THE RHYTHM?

“Routine” is usually seen as a negative term nowadays, largely because we no longer belong to
a society of nine-to-fives. We live in what is fast becoming a 24-hour society, where everything is
open all hours. You can buy your groceries at midnight, book your holiday on the Internet at 3 am, and
do business online at the crack of dawn. Before you join the 24-hour revolution, however, take a
minute to listen to what your body is trying to tell you — that a round-the-clock lifestyle is not what
nature intended.

In an area of our brains called the hypothalamus, we have a “body clock” that controls our
body’s natural rhythms. It tells us when it is the right time to eat, sleep, work and play. It plays an
important part in our physical and psychological well-being. It is, in fact, what makes us tick and it
controls many things including our hormones, temperature, immune functions and alertness. It

synchronizes all these like a conductor with an orchestra, it regulates tempo and brings in all the
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different instruments on time to make music rather than random noise. If we try to ignore our body
clocks, or even to switch them off for a while, we not only deprive ourselves of much needed rest but
we also run the risk of seriously damaging our health.

Ignoring your body clock and changing your body s natural rhythms can not only make you
depressed, anxious and accident prone, it can lead to much more serious health problems. For example,
heart disease, fatigue, ulcers, muscular pain, and frequent viral infections can all result from trying to
outsmart our body clocks. Altering our patterns of sleeping and waking dramatically affects our
immune system. While we sleep the body’s repair mechanisms are at work, when we are awake natural
killer cells circulate around our bodies and cause more damage. Our digestive system is affected, too —
high levels of glucose and fat remain in our bloodstream for longer periods of time and this can lead to
heart disease.

Unfortunately, we were not designed to be members of a 24-hour society. We cannot ignore
millions of years of evolution and stay up all night and sleep all day. We function best with a regular
pattern of sleep and wakefulness that is in tune with our natural environment. Nature’s cues are what
keep our body clicks ticking rhythmically and everything working in harmony. So, next time you think
a daily routine is boring and predictable, remember that routine may well save your life in the long run.

THEATRE FOR THE DEAF.

Deaf people should enjoy a play as much as the hearing audience. This is the thinking behind the
Americans with Disabilities Act, which requires that theatres become accessible to deaf people.
Theatre producers, on the other hand, are beginning to realize that such a feature makes their product
attractive to a wider audience — with considerable financial rewards.

Interpreted theatre usually takes place at two or three performances in a theatre season.
Preference for tickets is given to the deaf and their guests, but tickets are also sold to hearing people
who are interested in seeing theatre interpreters at work.

It is a colossal project for the interpreters. lan Cox works for See Theatre, a Chicago-based
association of interpreters. He says, “for about a month we work with the support of a Sign Language
consultant to translate and rehearse an entire play. The workload is immense. Consider that each actor
in the play has about four weeks to rehearse his or her lines; we have to learn the whole play in as
much time. And, when interpreting musicals, where timing, rhythm and harmonies must be practiced,
the workload doubles”.

The most important technical aspect of theatre interpretation for the deaf is the location of the
interpreter. Placement strategies can be categorized into three styles: ‘placed’, where interpreters are

located outside the acting space and do not move; ‘zoned’, where interpreters are within the acting
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space, but usually move only during a change of scene or act; and, finally, ‘shadowed’, where
interpreters move freely within the acting space, shadowing the movement of the actors for whom they
are interpreting.

The ‘placed’ style of interpreting in the theatre is by far the most common. The interpreters are
side-by-side and face the audience (although some interpreters interact with each other as appropriate).
The location of the interpreter is generally in one of three places: stage right or stage left, or on the
floor of the house.

The ‘zoned’ style of interpreting is a happy medium between the ‘placed’ and ‘shadowed’ styles.
Here, interpreters are placed side-by-side within the acting space. Usually, they change position on
stage from scene to scene — or from act to act — in order to be within the same ‘zone’ as the majority of
the action. Zone placement makes it easier for the deaf patron to see the interpreters and actors at the
same time.

The ‘shadowed’ style of interpreting is the most inclusive style of interpreting for the theatre. It
involves placing the interpreters directly within the action — nearly making them ‘sign language
actors’. The interpreters are ‘blocked’ into each scene, and literally shadow the actors. The advantage
of this is clear: the interpreter is in such close proximity to the actor that the deaf patron need not make
a decision about whom to watch — he or she can watch both at the same tome. In the best of cases, the
deaf patron mentally blends the interpreter with the actor, and forgets that the actor does not sign.

Theatre interpreters for the deaf are dedicated professionals who take great pride in their work.
“Theatre,” says lan, “is the art of communicating beautiful ideas in interesting ways. Interpreted
theatre, therefore, is an art in itself. Thankfully, instead of seeing us as ‘additions’, producers
nowadays think of interpreters for the deaf as a new avenue to creativity”.

CLOCKING CULTURES.

Read the text and do the multiple-choice task given below.

If you show up a bit late for a meeting in Brazil, no one will be too worried. But if you keep
someone in New York City waiting for ten or fifteen minutes, you may have some explaining to do. Time is
seen as relatively flexible in some cultures but is viewed more rigidly in others. Indeed, the way members
of a culture perceive and use time tells us about their society's priorities, and even their own personal view

of the world.
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Back in the 1950s, anthropologist Edward T Hall described how the social rules of time are like a
'silent language' for a given culture. These rules might not always be made explicit, he stated, but ‘they
exist in the air'. He described how variations in the perception of time can lead to misunderstandings
between people from separate cultures. 'An ambassador who has been kept waiting by a foreign visitor
needs to understand that if his visitor "just mutters an apology", this is notnecessarily an insult," Hall wrote.
"You must know the social rules of the country to know at what point apologies are really due.’

Social psychologist Robert VV Levine says 'One of the beauties of studying time is that it's a
wonderful window on culture. You get answers on what cultures value and believe in.' Levine and his
colleagues have conducted so-called pace-of-life studies in 31 countries. In A Geography of Time,
published in 1997, Levine describes how he ranked the countries by measuring three things: walking
speed on urban sidewalks, how quickly postal clerks could fulfill a request for a common stamp, and the
accuracy of public clocks. From the data he collected, he concluded that the five fastest-paced countries
are Switzerland, Ireland, Germany, Japan and Italy; the five slowest are Syria, El Salvador, Brazil,
Indonesia and Mexico.

Kevin Birth, an anthropologist, has examined time perceptions in Trinidad. In that country, Birth
observes, 'if you are meeting friends at 6.00 at night, people show up at 6.45 or 7.00 and say, "any time is
Trinidad time"." When it comes to business, however, that loose approach works only for the people with
power. A boss can show up late and just say ‘any time is Trinidad time', but those under him are expected to
be on time. Birth adds that the connection between power and waiting time is true for many other cultures as
well.

The complex nature of time makes it hard for anthropologists and social psychologists to investigate.
"You can't simply go into a society, walk up to someone and say, "Tell me about your concept of time"," Birth
says. 'People don't really have an answer to that. You have to come up with other ways to find out.'

Birth attempted to get at how Trinidadians regard time by exploring how closely their society links
time and money. He surveyed rural residents and found that farmers - whose days are dictated by natural
events, such as sunrise - did not recognize the phrases time is money, budget your time or time management
even though they had satellite TV and were familiar with Western popular culture. But tailors in the same
areas were aware of such notions. Birth concluded that wage work altered the tailors' views of time. The
ideas of associating time with money are not found globally," he says, 'but are attached to your job and the
people you work with.'

For other cultures, time may be seen as a pattern incorporating the past, present
and future, or a wheel in which past, present and future revolve endlessly. But theory and practice do not
necessarily go together. There's often considerable variation between how a culture views the mythology of
time and how they think about time in their daily lives,' Birth asserts.

BODY LANGUAGE.

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Whether or not we realize it, we all use gestures and postures to express ourselves: by means of
“body language” we communicate information about our attitudes and feelings, information which
may not evident at all in what we are actually saying. In fact many recent studies have shown that
careful observation of a person’s body language can give a much more truthful account of what is
going on inside that person that the actual words that he or she uses: the more consciously controlled
words are often less trustworthy that the spontaneous behaviour of the body itself. This applies to all
nationalities, to those who have a reputation for being calm and inexpressive just as much as other
renowned for their use of gesticulation.

Although it is only in relatively recent times that this aspect of human behaviour has been
brought to our attention and studied, our verbal language has always used our innate knowledge and
understanding of body language. Anyone with an interest in his own language could have formulated a
detailed psychological theory of human behaviour long before the term “body language” was first
coined. Why do we describe some people as stiff-necked? What do we mean when we say someone
holds his head high? Is there any connection between someone who has both feet on the ground and
someone who is described as a pushover? What happens when someone puts his foot down, welcomes
you with open arms or tries to keep you at arm’s length?

These expressions appear to describe psychological attitudes by referring to postures or attitudes
taken up by the body, and when we seriously consider what the body was actually doing in these
situations, it is not always easy to see any clear dividing line between a literal and figurative meaning.
For example, a child can literally put his foot down and we know immediately that he is obstinately
trying to get his own way. We say the same of an adult who acts firmly and insistently, but when your
boss puts his foot down and refuses to let you leave work early, it is doubtful whether you will see his
foot actually more.

Pairs of physical and psychological meanings can be in many of these expressions. A doctor
treating you for a bad cough will not mean quite the same thing when he says “Get it off your chest”,
as the psychiatrist treating you for depression, and saying exactly the same words. You are encouraged
in one case to get the fluid out of your bronchial tubes, and in other to unburden yourself of your
worries.

In many of these expressions there is a fairly obvious connection between the original physical
action described and the more psychological meaning, but in a few, the origin of the idiomatic
meaning might be quite mysterious, involving bits of social history. You might have heard the
expression to pull someone’s leg. If I believe what a friend is saying, even though it is not actually true
and is only intended as a joke, he might then say, “I’m only pulling your leg”, meaning he is only
teasing me. This expression has a rather gruesome hangman’s practice of pulling his victim’s leg when

a rope around his neck failed to have the intended effect. So pulling someone’s leg came to mean
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joking or teasing, just as the verb torment can refer to play teasing as well as to physical torture. No,
I’m not pulling your leg!

This last kind of the expression is less frequent that the references to body language which have
a more obvious psychological origin. Many idioms which refer to specific parts of the body, such as
the head, hands, feet, back, face, heart or even stomach, are likely to reveal interesting insights into the
way in which the human body physically reflects mental or emotional states. It is no surprise to find
expressions which connect the heart with love, but many suggest a link between the heart and other
emotions, particularly courage and fear. You might expect the head to be referred to in expressions the
intellect and ideas, but there seem to be just as many, if not more, in which the head is regarded as a

symbol or measure of a person’s status.
