Text 1.

The Left-Handed Dilemma — a Psychological Viewpoint on handedness.
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Animals exhibit equal paw preference, whilel3% of the human population display left—
handedness, leaving the majority right-handed or ambidextrous]. A suggestion for this phenomenon is
the development of elaborate language consisting of grammar and intricate components unique to
humankind. Most humans lateralize language production in the brain’s left hemisphere, which may
explain why most people are consequently right-handed.

Genetics provide a more convincing explanation. When both parents are left-handed, chances of
a left-handed child is 26%; in families like the British Royal Family left-handedness is hereditary
prejudiced. In fact scientist have discovered the LRRTML1 gene is likely responsible for traits such as
left-handedness.

Another reason cites birth stresses where mothers aged over 40 have a 128% chances of a left-
handed baby. Also, high levels of prenatal testosterone increase the odds of a left-handed baby.
Alternatively, societal culture could have converted multitudes of born left-handers into right-handers,
when the damnation of left-handers prompted parents to force-change their child’s handedness through
imitation in order to marry them off and save embarrassment.

Left-handers face many challenges in this right-handed world. Everyday examples include how
lecture tables in schools force left-handers into unnatural postures, injury resulting when they
incorrectly grip and apply Kitchen appliances, especially scissors, peelers, can-openers...In public
areas like bathrooms and train stations, left-handers inadvertently accidentally blast tapwater when
they twist taps the wrong direction, and blunder when they tap their access cards but walk through the
wrong gate. Left-handed sportsmen require separate coaching, and musicians suffer when conventions
require them to learn their instruments with their weaker right hand playing a more principal role.

Studies show left-handers increasingly prone to mental illness such as schizophrenia, insomnia,
depression, autism among many other pathological mental illnesses and ailments. A British study
revealed left-handers’ average lifespan 9 years shorter than their right-handed counterparts[xi]. In fact,
historically (though less prevalent today) left-handers were stigmatized in various religions such as
Islam and Christianity; considered to be of the devil and not on the ‘right’ side of God(where Jesus
Christ and His favoured would sit). In many European languages, terms referring to the ‘left’ being
clumsy, crooked, ill-omened have been coined, stereotyping the left-hander as the lacking minority.

Applying the survival of the fittest theory to the above logically suggests the extinction of the
inferior left-hander through natural selection. Instead, we observe their prevalence in society; during
the ice age 23% of handprints discovered were the right hand made by left-handers, today despite
medical advancement they still form a substantial minority. Perhaps the Left-handers’ secret to
survival lies in their outstanding abilities in combat sports, perfect pitch abilities[xvii], top-notch 1Q

scores(Mc Manus) and intrinsic artistic abilities, aptly described by William Hopkins(Emory
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University's Yerkes National Primate Research Center)-"The anomaly is left-handed people make up
the extremely gifted and the extremely compromised...The rest of us make up the middle ground."

I would not change my child’s handedness as I believe there is no right or wrong dominant hand.
Left-handed children already begin to show remarkable artistic talent and coming from a family where
left-handers form the majority, | attest the beauty of being left-handed far outweighs the costs. Aside
from the occasional struggle to mirror my right-handed mother and teachers’ demonstrations, I daresay
I survive perfectly well doing what’s natural. Besides, left-handers are not all that handicapped once
they train themselves to work right-handedly. For children, their first few years of development are
crucial. Proper guidance and explanation help them overcome the differences, confusion and
frustration when they discover they are the odd one in class, even embracing their handedness as there
are many things left-handers can boast about.

Text 2.

Second Impressions Have Limited Value.

An international team of psychologists argue that there appears to be truth in the saying ‘you
never get a second chance to make a first impression'.

In a paper by Bertram Gawronski, Robert Rydell, Bram Vervliet, and Jan De Houwer, published
in the latest issue of the Journal of Experimental Psychology: General, the authors present research
findings suggesting that new experiences contradicting a first impression become 'bound' to the context
in which they were made. The result is that the new experiences influence people's reactions only in
that specific context while first impressions dominate all other contexts.

Lead author Bertram Gawronski,Canada Research Chair at The University of Western Ontario,
said:"Imagine you have a new colleague at work and your impression of that person is not very
favourable. A few weeks later, you meet your colleague at a party and you realize he is actually a very
nice guy. Although you know your first impression was wrong, your gut response to your new
colleague will be influenced by your new experience only in contexts that are similar to the party.
However, your first impression will still dominate in all other contexts.”

According to Bertram Gawronski the brain stores unexpected experiences as 'exceptions-to-the-
rule’ with the result that the rule is still regarded as valid - except for the specific context in which the
exceptional experience took place.

Investigating the persistence of first impressions, the researchers showed study participants
either positive or negative information on a computer screen about an individual they did not know.
Later on participants were given new information about the same person - but this information was
inconsistent with that provided initially.

While participants formed an impression of the target individual the researchers subtly changed

the background colour of the computer screen to study the influence of contexts. Subsequently
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participants' spontaneous reactions to an image of the target person were measured. The researchers
found that participants' reactions were only influenced by the new information when the target
individual was shown against the background in which the new information had been learned. In all
other circumstances participants reactions were still dominated by the first information when the target
individual was shown against other backgrounds.

Bertram Gawronski noted that although the results support the view that first impressions are
notoriously persistent, they can sometimes be changed. "What is necessary is for the first impression to
be challenged in multiple different contexts. In that case, new experiences become decontextualized
and the first impression will slowly lose its power. But, as long as a first impression is challenged only
within the same context, you can do whatever you want. The first impression will dominate regardless
of how often it is contradicted by new experiences."

Text 3.

How to Raise a Bilingual Child .

As promised from my previous blog on the costs and benefits of bilingualism, here are some
strategies to create a home environment ripe for bilingualism. With its many benefits, parents may
choose to raise their children as bilinguals. But after making that decision, the goal of helping their
children “obtain” bilingualism becomes the next biggest concern, and it’s definitely not an easy task to
tackle. (The worries never seem to end, huh? Props to you parents!) Parents and family play a vital role
in the process, which can either ease some parents’ fears or elevate them. Don’t fret though!
Fortunately, there are many different strategies, which means that parents, you just need to find the one
that suits you and your children the best. I’ll discuss the various methods briefly and go into detail for
three of those strategies.

In Bilingual: Life and Reality, Dr. Francois Grosjean proposes five different methods in raising
bilingual children. The first, which he terms the “one person-one language” strategy, consists of
attempting to provide children with input from both languages. For instance, the mother speaks one
language to the children, whereas the father speaks the other language. This needs to be done
consistently and on a daily basis. The second method that Dr. Francois Grosjean discusses is the
“home-outside the home” strategy, in which the native language is spoken at home and the child
receives input from the other language outside of home. Thirdly, there is the “one-language-first”
strategy. Typically, parents teach their children the minority language first. After the children firmly
establish that language, parents then introduce the alternative language, usually the dominant language,
around age four or five. The fourth strategy is the “language-time” strategy, in which parents
determine times to use one language (i.e. in the morning) and times to use the other language (i.e. in
the afternoon). Lastly, the “free-alternation” strategy is allowing the children to receive input from

both languages without any constraints. For instance, parents may speak Cantonese at home, send their
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children to an English-dominant school, and then take their children to visit their Mandarin-speaking
grandparents.

We can all agree that raising children takes up many resources, such as time and money, and
requires a great deal of effort from parents, right? Raising a bilingual child includes all of those
challenges and introduces additional issues that parents must be willing to tackle. This may involve
additional time and resources. In any case, parents must be devoted to their goal of raising a bilingual
child. While this is not to say that parents with lower SES cannot successfully raise a bilingual child,
lower SES means fewer resources available to invest in their potential bilingual child. Therefore,
parents must be extremely committed as half-hearted efforts can place their child at a huge
disadvantage.

With that being said, | agree with the methods that Dr. Frangois Grosjean discussed to
successfully raise a bilingual child. Particularly, 1 would advocate the “one person-one language,”
“home-outside the home,” and “one-language-first” strategies. The key is to ensure that the child
receives input from both languages on a daily basis. With this goal in mind, the “one person-one
language” strategy seems to be the most efficient and guarantees input from both languages (but of
course bear in mind that this is a generalization, and may not be applicable to all families in all
situations, especially for families that can only speak one language fluently). As the child develops
both languages, he or she will need to heavily engage the executive control since each parent uses a
different language. This increased usage of the executive control could potentially place the child on
track to become a high-level bilingual and grant him or her extra practice in inhibition.

The second method, “home-outside the home,” may also help with providing input from both
languages. However, I must point out that with this method, input from the dominant language is
solely dependent upon the contexts outside of home. Typically, parents who use this strategy rely on
the schools to teach their child the dominant language. While this is a good strategy, parents must be
very mindful of the school’s attitude toward bilingualism. Most likely, there will not be much of a
problem in schools teaching the dominant language to the child. However, schools may highly
discourage bilingualism and thus influence the child’s view on his or her native language. If the child
is not motivated to maintain the native language, then he or she may choose to be monolingual.
Nevertheless, many parents, whether consciously or sub-consciously, have elected to raise their
bilingual children using this method.

Lastly, the “one-language-first” strategy can be an option for parents who may be afraid to
present both languages at the same time to their child. The risk with this method is that it is difficult to
judge the amount of input from both languages. Nonetheless, as Dr. Francois Grosjean stated, this may
be a viable option, especially if the second language that the child learns is the dominant language. In

this way, the child has both the home and outside of home contexts to learn the second language.
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Hopefully, by stating the seriousness and demands involved, I didn’t scare away parents from the
possibility of raising up bilingual children. However, | believe that it is important for parents to
realistically evaluate their bilingual goals and their implications, judge their own resources and
determination, be mindful of the school context, consider their children’s attitudes toward
bilingualism, and take the necessary action to reach their goals. It may sound like a handful, but with
determination and a plan, it can be worth it.

Text 4.

Interviewing.

Mention the word interview and most people visualize a job applicant facing a potential
employer. This image only tells part of the story. There are many types of job related interviews. Some
are formal, and others are casual. Sometimes you are the one who asks the questions; sometimes you
are the person who responds.

Regardless of the type, all interviews have qualities that distinguish them from other types of
conversations. The first is purpose. Most everyday conversations occur without any serious
preconceived purpose: Two people chat between floors in an elevator; friends swap jokes at a party; a
boss and employees take a break around the coffee machine. An interview, on the other hand, always
has a goal. A second characteristic that distinguishes interviews is structure. In a typical conversation,
neither person knows or cares when the exchange will end or exactly what topics will be covered. By
contrast, any good interview has a distinct opening, body, and conclusion. A third feature of interview
is control. Whereas conversations don’t require any guidance from one of the parties, an interviewer’s
job is to keep the exchange moving toward the preset purpose. Finally, interviews usually have a
unique balance of participation. Though most conversations involve roughly the same amount of input
from each person, participation in an interview ought to be in the 70 to 30 percent ratio, with the
interviewee doing most of the talking.

To make an interview successful, both the interviewer and interviewee have responsibilities
before, during, and after they meet. As an interviewee, you can make the experience pay off by
following the guidelines.

A good interview begins before the people sit down to talk. You can make your interview more
successful through careful planning. Since an interview is a conversation with a purpose, knowing the
goals is essential. Sometimes the interviewer’s goals are obvious. In other cases, the interviewer’s goal
isn’t clear. For example, suppose you are preparing for an employment interview. You know that the
company is looking for the best applicant to fill the job. But just what kinds of qualities are they
seeking? Are education and training most important? Experience? Knowing these criteria in advance

will boost your chances of doing well in an interview.
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There will be times when an interviewer has hidden goals, which you should do your best to
discover. For instance, your boss’s questions about your daily job routine might really be part of the
managerial process of deciding whether to promote or fire you. Questions about factual information
might really be aimed at building a friendship. In any case you’ll feel more comfortable and behave
more effectively when you know what the interviewer wants from you.

A good interviewee doesn’t come to an interview empty-handed. You’ll want to bring materials
that will help employer learn more about why you are ready, willing and able to do the job. For
instance, bring extra copies of your resume, copies of your past work: reports, drawing or designs,
letters of recommendation, and so on. Besides bring along the names, addresses, and phone numbers of
any references you haven’t listed in your resume.

Besides coming with the basic materials, you can impress the interviewer and serve yourself well
by doing advance research on the organization. What challenges and trends does the organization face?
What makes this organization unique among its competitors? Showing your awareness of this

information will distinguish you as a serious candidate.

Text 5.

Suicide in the World.

Suicide exists in all countries of the world and there are records of suicides dating back to the
earliest historical records of humankind. In 2000 the World Health Organization estimated that
approximately 1 million people commit suicide annually. Suicide is among the top ten causes of death
and one of the three leading causes in the fifteen-to-thirty-five-years age group worldwide. In the
United States, where suicide is the ninth leading cause of death (and where the number of victims is
50% higher than the number of homicides), the Surgeon General in 1999 issued a Call to Action to
Prevent Suicide, labeling suicide "a significant public health problem.™

Suicide is a tragic phenomenon that has preoccupied professionals from a variety of disciplines.
Deaths by suicide have broad psychological and social impacts on families and societies throughout
the world. On average, each suicide intimately affects at least six other people, and if the suicide
occurs in the school or workplace it can significantly impact hundreds. Suicide's toll on the living has
been estimated by the World Health Organization in terms of disability-adjusted life years, which
indicates the number of healthy years of life lost to an illness or event. According to their calculations,
the burden of suicide is equal to the burden of all wars and homicides throughout the world. Despite
progress in controlling many other causes of death, suicide has been on the rise— becoming one of the

leading causes of death.
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The taking of one's own life is the result of a complex interaction of psychological, sociological,
environmental, genetic, and biological risk factors. Suicide is neither a disease nor the result of a
disease or illness, but rather a desperate act by people who feel that ending their life is the only way to
stop their interminable and intolerable suffering.

Despite the magnitude of social damage caused by suicide, it is a fairly rare event. Suicide rates
of between 15 to 25 deaths per 100,000 population each year may be considered high. Most people
who are seriously suicidal, even those who attempt suicide, rarely have a fatal outcome (although, in
the United States, 500,000 people annually require emergency room treatment because of their
attempts). For each completed suicide (a suicide that results in death) there are at least six or seven
suicide attempts that result in hospitalizations and, according to community surveys, for each
completed suicide at least 100 people report that they attempted suicide without being hospitalized as a
suicide attempter. Furthermore, if one asks in a community survey if people seriously considered
suicide, about one person in twenty-five says that they have done so.

Research shows that the vast majority, at least 80 percent, of persons who died by suicide had
been or could be diagnosed as suffering from a mental disorder, usually mood disorders and
depression. People who suffer from the mental disorders of depression and manic depression,
alcoholism, or schizophrenia have between a 4 percent and 15 percent lifetime risk of suicide. These
mental disorders do not “cause" suicide, but people with mental disorders are at much greater risk of
committing suicide. For this reason, the diagnosis and treatment of mood disorders, alcoholism, and
schizophrenia may prevent suicides.

Besides mental disorders, there are numerous other risk factors that help identify who is at
greater risk of suicide. The most important risk factor is gender, with men in Europe and the Americas
committing suicide about five times more than women even though women are more likely to attempt
suicide. People with some physical illnesses have greater suicide risks. In most countries, men over the
age of seventy-five have the greatest risk of suicide of all age groups. Those who live alone or are
separated are more vulnerable to suicide, including divorced, widowed, and single people. Also at
higher risk are individuals who have lost a job.

Various situational factors also increase the risk of suicide. Individuals who are exposed to
suicide in real life or through the media have a higher likelihood of suicidal behavior. Research on
firearms and the availability of other means of suicide has shown that if a method is readily available a
death by suicide is more likely to occur. For this reason control of firearms and reducing access to
other preferred means of suicide, such as putting up barriers on bridges and getting rid of medications
in the home of a suicidal adolescent, may help prevent suicides.

The crisis situation in which a person attempts or commits suicide is often precipitated by a

stressful life event. Suicides are more likely to occur after an argument with family members or lovers
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following rejection or separation, financial loss and bereavement, job loss, retirement, or failure at
school. Usually these events are "the last straw" for a suicidal person. They are generally not what
caused the suicide but what resulted in an increased likelihood that the suicide would occur then.

People who consider suicide generally feel ambivalent about ending their own life. It is this
ambivalence that leads desperately suicidal people to talk about their plans as they "cry for help."”
Telephone help lines, therapists, and friends strengthen the will to live of ambivalent people by helping
them explore other options for changing their situation.

The psychoanalyst Edwin Shneidman described the mental state of suicidal individuals
experiencing unendurable psychological pain and feelings of frustration. According to Shneidman,
suicide is seen as the only solution to their problems, one that results in stopping intolerable feelings.
Besides feeling ambivalent, suicide-prone individuals tend to have what he calls "constriction"—rigid
and persistent preoccupations with suicide as the solution to their problems. These individuals believe
that the drastic option of ending their own life by suicide is the only way out unless others help break
this pattern of constricted thought.

Many countries, including the United States, have created national suicide prevention programs
that utilize a variety of strategies. These programs involve a variety of actions. Some prevention
methods begin very early, teaching young children ages five to seven how to better cope with everyday
problems. Other programs focus on teaching high school students how to better recognize signs of
suicide in friends and how to obtain help. Actions also focus upon educating "gatekeepers,” such as
physicians, counselors, and teachers, who may come into contact with suicidal persons. The World
Health Organization publishes resources on preventing suicide in its web site (www.who.org), and
Befrienders International has extensive information on suicide and its prevention available in several

languages at www.befrienders.org .
