BODY LANGUAGE.

Whether or not we realize it, we all use gestures and postures to express ourselves: by means of
“body language” we communicate information about our attitudes and feelings, information which
may not evident at all in what we are actually saying. In fact many recent studies have shown that
careful observation of a person’s body language can give a much more truthful account of what is
going on inside that person that the actual words that he or she uses: the more consciously controlled
words are often less trustworthy that the spontaneous behaviour of the body itself. This applies to all
nationalities, to those who have a reputation for being calm and inexpressive just as much as other
renowned for their use of gesticulation.

Although it is only in relatively recent times that this aspect of human behaviour has been
brought to our attention and studied, our verbal language has always used our innate knowledge and
understanding of body language. Anyone with an interest in his own language could have formulated a
detailed psychological theory of human behaviour long before the term “body language” was first
coined. Why do we describe some people as stiff-necked? What do we mean when we say someone
holds his head high? Is there any connection between someone who has both feet on the ground and
someone who is described as a pushover? What happens when someone puts his foot down, welcomes
you with open arms or tries to keep you at arm’s length?

These expressions appear to describe psychological attitudes by referring to postures or attitudes
taken up by the body, and when we seriously consider what the body was actually doing in these
situations, it is not always easy to see any clear dividing line between a literal and figurative meaning.
For example, a child can literally put his foot down and we know immediately that he is obstinately
trying to get his own way. We say the same of an adult who acts firmly and insistently, but when your
boss puts his foot down and refuses to let you leave work early, it is doubtful whether you will see his
foot actually more.

Pairs of physical and psychological meanings can be in many of these expressions. A doctor
treating you for a bad cough will not mean quite the same thing when he says “Get it off your chest”,
as the psychiatrist treating you for depression, and saying exactly the same words. You are encouraged
in one case to get the fluid out of your bronchial tubes, and in other to unburden yourself of your
woTrries.

In many of these expressions there is a fairly obvious connection between the original physical
action described and the more psychological meaning, but in a few, the origin of the idiomatic

meaning might be quite mysterious, involving bits of social history. You might have heard the
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expression to pull someone’s leg. If I believe what a friend is saying, even though it is not actually true

and is only intended as a joke, he might then say, “I’'m only pulling your leg”, meaning he is only
teasing me. This expression has a rather gruesome hangman’s practice of pulling his victim’s leg when
a rope around his neck failed to have the intended effect. So pulling someone’s leg came to mean
joking or teasing, just as the verb torment can refer to play teasing as well as to physical torture. No,
I’m not pulling your leg!

This last kind of the expression is less frequent that the references to body language which have
a more obvious psychological origin. Many idioms which refer to specific parts of the body, such as
the head, hands, feet, back, face, heart or even stomach, are likely to reveal interesting insights into the
way in which the human body physically reflects mental or emotional states. It is no surprise to find
expressions which connect the heart with love, but many suggest a link between the heart and other
emotions, particularly courage and fear. You might expect the head to be referred to in expressions the
intellect and ideas, but there seem to be just as many, if not more, in which the head is regarded as a

symbol or measure of a person’s status.

PENSIONER CRIMEWAVE MARKS RISE OF THE ‘SAGA LOUT’

It 1s being dubbed the "grey crimewave" or the rise of the "Saga lout": new statistics reveal that
ever higher numbers of pensioners are being arrested and ending up in Britain's jails. The prison
system, already struggling to cope with the demands of its own ageing population of lifers and long-
term inmates, is struggling to cope with a new wave of elderly crooks. But experts are divided over
whether or not the growing trend is due to people on low pensions turning to crime through necessity,

or simply a tougher attitude by the courts to the elderly in the dock.
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While the number of crimes committed by the over-65 age group remains low as a percentage

of all crime, the new statistics supplied by police forces show rises of between 15% and 25% in the
numbers of pensioners being arrested. In Derbyshire, for example, 260 over-65s were arrested for
serious crimes in 2009, compared with 88 in 2008. The Borough of Croydon has seen a 14% rise in a
single year, while police in Cambridgeshire arrested 142 pensioners last year compared with 119 in
2007. In Scotland the numbers of over-65s charged with drug and weapon crimes more than doubled
in four years — up from 36 in 2005 to 80 last year. The nation also saw a leap of 50% in crimes of
senior-citizen indecency while in total 5,217 crimes were committed last year by Scottish pensioners.
Welsh forces report a similar rise in aged criminals: they arrested 494 in 2009, 69 of them for sex
offences and 65 for theft.

Bill Tupman, a criminologist at Exeter University, believes there is now a far harsher attitude
towards the elderly from police and courts. "The trend is definitely on the up, in contrast to what you'd
expect with overall crime going down," he said, adding that changes in the law meant that police and
courts were now "less likely to take pity on poor old grandad in the dock". “Now, with financial crime,
the money and assets can be recovered, so we are far less likely to go easy on the elderly when we can
take their cash and their car if we get a conviction," he said.

Over-60s are now the fastest-growing section of the prison population. There are currently
almost 2,500 people in this age group in British prisons, making up 3% of the total, up from 2% in
2003. Kingston prison in Portsmouth has become the first in the country to provide a special "elderly
wing" with stairlifts and other adaptations. But Harry Fletcher of Napo, the probation officers' union,
said the most significant worry was that this category of inmates was last in the queue for support at a
time of crippling cutbacks. "There is a total absence of strategy for the ageing criminal population. It's
steadily going up and we're heading for a logjam of older people. Even when they come out, there are
no guidelines or joined-up thinking; the issue is being ignored," he said.

The "grey crime" trend appears to be an international one. In the Netherlands, where the same
steep rise in offending pensioners has been monitored, along with the same pattern of offences,
researchers found that a startlingly high percentage of over-60s appearing in court had undiagnosed
dementia. Japan, France and Israel have all commissioned research into the rise of the pensioner-
criminal. In August, a report by the French Centre d'AnalyseStratégique said the country's criminal
system would need to be overhauled to handle the growth in older criminals; police would require
specific training on how to track "grey crime", and jails would have to be modified to cater for inmates
with Alzheimer's disease and other illnesses.

"The ageing of the population is going to lead to an almost automatic rise in crime by senior
citizens," the report concluded.

US DRUG AGENCY RECRUITS SPEAKERS OF ‘STREET SLANG’

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The demand for large numbers of Spanish translators in America's war on drugs will come as

no surprise given the route cocaine takes to the US. But an attempt to recruit people who speak what
some controversially regard as a homegrown United States language has put the Drug Enforcement
Administration in the unique position of seeking translators to understand what African Americans are
saying to each other.

The administration is hiring nine speakers of Ebonics — a term that appeared in the mid-1970s
to describe US black vernacular English — to translate wiretaps and video surveillance tapes to a
standard that will allow government agents to "follow the money" and that will stand up in court.
Ebonics is described by some linguists as English incorporating the grammar of African languages, but
as it also includes many words invented on the streets, it is dismissed by others as mere slang.
Nonetheless, the administration is confused enough to ask firms providing translation services to
provide the nine Ebonics translators to cover an area from Washington DC to New Orleans and Miami
and even the Caribbean.

The move is a contentious one. American officials have in the past denied that there is any such
thing at Ebonics. "A lot of times people think you're just dealing with a few slang words, and that you
can finesse your way around it," John Rickford, a Stanford University

linguistics professor, told the Associated Press. "And it's not — it's a big vocabulary. You'll have
some significant differences." Although Ebonics has been rejected as a concept by many scholars, it
drew nationwide attention in 1996 when a school board in Oakland, California decided to recognise it
as a primary language and to offer instruction.

The move was widely criticised as likely to undermine African American children's command
of English. Jesse Jackson, the African American leader, described it as a "an unacceptable surrender,
borderlining on disgrace". He later changed his position, saying he had misunderstood that the school's
intent was to use Ebonics to improve the students' English. "It seems ironic that schools that are
serving and educating black children have not recognised the legitimacy of this language," said H
SamyAlim, a Stanford linguistics professor. "Yet the authorities and the police are recognising that this
is a language that they don't understand. It tells us a lot about where we are socially in terms of
recognising African-American speech."

The administration's need for Ebonics translators was revealed in a document outlining its
requirements, first published by The Smoking Gun. The administration says most of its requirements
involve Latin American Spanish but it is also seeking people fluent in 114 languages listed either as
"common" or "exotic". The common tongues include Arabic, Farsi and Punjabi. On the exotic list are
Baloch from Iran, Berber dialects, Chimora from Guam, Ibo from Nigeria and Norwegian. The
Ebonics translators are to be assigned to the Atlanta field division where there will be a similar number

of Vietnamese, Korean and Laotian speakers — and 144 Spanish translators.

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LIVING IN THE MOMENT REALLY DOES MAKE PEOPLE HAPPIER.

Read the text and do the multiple-choice task given below.

Psychologists have found that people are distracted from the task at hand nearly half the time,
and this daydreaming consistently makes them less happy

Happiness is found by living in the now, particularly if the now involves having sex, according
to a major study into mental wellbeing. But the study also found that people spend nearly half their
time (46.7%) thinking about something other than what they are actually doing.

The benefits of living in the moment are extolled by many philosophical and religious
traditions, but until now there has been scant scientific evidence to support the advice. Psychologists at
Harvard University collected information on the daily activities, thoughts and feelings of 2,250
volunteers to find out how often they were focused on what they were doing, and what made them
most happy. They found that people were happiest when having sex, exercising or in conversation, and
least happy when working, resting or using a home computer. And although subjects' minds were
wandering nearly half of the time, this consistently made them less happy.

The team conclude that reminiscing, thinking ahead or daydreaming tends to make people more
miserable, even when they are thinking about something pleasant. Even the most engaging tasks failed
to hold people's full attention. Volunteers admitted to thinking about something else at least 30% of the
time while performing these tasks, except when they were having sex, when people typically had their
mind on the job around 90% of the time.

"Human beings have this unique ability to focus on things that aren't happening right now. That
allows them to reflect on the past and learn from it; it allows them to anticipate and plan for the future;
and it allows them to imagine things that might never occur," said Matthew Killingsworth, a doctoral
student in psychology and lead author of the study." At the same time, it seems that human beings
often use this ability in ways that are not productive and furthermore can be destructive to our
happiness," he added.

For the study, Killingsworth and his supervisor, Daniel Gilbert, author of the 2006 book
Stumbling on Happiness, developed a web application for the iPhone that contacted participants at
random times during their waking hours. When they received a message, those taking part had to
respond with information about what they were doing, by selecting from a list of 22 activities, such as
doing housework, shopping, or watching TV. They went on to rate their happiness on a scale from zero
to 100, and said whether they were focused, or daydreaming about something positive, negative or
neutral.

The results showed that happiness was more affected by how often people drifted off, and

where they went in their imagination, than by the activity they were doing at the time. The researchers
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say they're confident that being distracted was the cause of unhappiness, rather than the other way

round.

The authors write in the journal Science: "A human mind is a wandering mind and a wandering
mind is an unhappy mind. The ability to think about what is not happening is a cognitive achievement
that comes at an emotional cost." Asked why people seemed to be particularly focused during sex,
Killingsworth observed: "If you were messaged while you were having sex it probably wouldn't turn
out so well if you whipped out your iPhone. Sex is one of the few broad categories of activity that
requires and perhaps benefits from our full attention."

More than 5,000 people have signed up for the happiness study and the researchers hope to
attract more so they can look at mental wellbeing in different geographical regions and between the
sexes with greater accuracy. "Hopefully we will get a lot of new participants from all over the world
and be able to answer questions we've not really been able to ask before, because we've never had this
kind of data on people's experiences," Killingsworth said.

The news is often far more optimistic,
and you may be inspired to take action in a way that can have a positive effect on your own
neighbourhood.

Avoiding television may also help you avoid another sort of stress — arguments. How often do
you and your family row about what to watch on the television? Arguments will never help you feel
better, and no-one ever wins an argument. When you feel that an argument is brewing, go for a walk
or find a quiet place where you calm down, or you will only prolong the tension.

The last thing to avoid is caffeine. Anything which contains caffeine, and that includes coffee,
tea, chocolate and even a nice soothing cup of cocoa, is a stimulant, and is more likely to keep you
tense than relax you. Sugary drinks are also going to keep you buzzing. Have a cup of herbal tea and
eat foods which are natural rather than processed.

The Sky Sports presenters Richard Keys and Andy Gray, heavily criticized after being caught
on tape making sexist comments off air, have been suspended from presenting the next live match and
will be subject to further disciplinary action. The broadcaster said today that it had made clear to both
that their comments were "totally unacceptable".

Keys and Gray, caught on tape by the Mail on Sunday criticising the Premier League official
Sian Massey and the West Ham vice-chair Karren Brady, were due to front coverage of Bolton against
Chelsea but have been replaced by the former Sky Sports News presenter Dave Jones. The programme
will start 15 minutes later than planned and be presented from Bolton rather than from the Sky Sports
studio.

The pair, who have fronted Sky Sports football coverage for almost two decades, commented
on Massey's appointment for the game between Wolverhampton Wanderers and Liverpool, when they
believed their microphones were switched off. They concurred that female officials "don't know the
offside rule", with Keys adding: "I can guarantee you there'll be a big one today. [Liverpool manager]
Kenny [Dalglish] will go potty." Instead, Massey crucially made a correct borderline call in the build-

up to Liverpool's first goal in the match.
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Keys also went on to remark on comments made by Brady in the Sun on Saturday morning

about the level of sexism in football by saying: "See charming Karren Brady this morning complaining
about sexism? Yeah. Do me a favour, love."

The Sky Sports managing director, Barney Francis, said he had spoken to both Keys and Gray
personally. "It has been made clear to each of them that their comments were totally unacceptable.
Those views are entirely inconsistent with our ethos as a business and employer, and will rightly
offend many of our customers, our people and the wider public," he said. "They are inexcusable from
anyone at Sky, regardless of their role or seniority."

Francis added: "We have dealt with this matter by taking immediate disciplinary action. As
with any employee it would not be right to go into detail on those proceedings. However, they have
been clearly warned about their behaviour and reminded of their responsibilities." The UK sports
minister, Hugh Robertson, also joined the chorus of criticism. "It is very disappointing to hear these
comments at a time when we are trying to get more women participating and officiating in sport,
particularly football," he said.

Brady said that the comments had made her "blood boil". "Forget myself for a second, because
what was said about me is a personal opinion and everyone is entitled to that. What really upsets me is
the fact only females in our industry are judged by their gender. And that is categorically wrong," she
said.

"I'm genuinely disappointed. It never would have occurred to me that they had those views,
whether public or private," added Brady on BBC Radio. "It almost makes it worse that they're
speaking when the microphones are not on as opposed to when they are on, because [they have] never
really had the brass neck to say it publicly, they would only say it privately. I have heard it and I don't
believe it is just banter."

How to improve your memory.

Most people can remember a phone number for up to thirty seconds. When this short amount of
time elapses, however, the numbers are erased from the memory. How did the information get there in
the first place? Information that makes its way to the short term memory (STM) does so via the
sensory storage area. The brain has a filter which only allows stimuli that is of immediate interest to
pass on to the STM, also known as the working memory.

There is much debate about the capacity and duration of the short term memory. The most
accepted theory comes from George A. Miller, a cognitive psychologist who suggested that humans
can remember approximately seven chunks of information. A chunk is defined as a meaningful unit of
information, such as a word or name rather than just a letter or number. Modern theorists suggest that
one can increase the capacity of the short term memory by chunking, or classifying similar information
together. By organizing information, one can optimize the STM, and improve the chances of a memory
being passed on to long term storage.

When making a conscious effort to memorize something, such as information for an exam, many
people engage in "rote rehearsal". By repeating something over and over again, one is able to keep a
memory alive. Unfortunately, this type of memory maintenance only succeeds if there are no
interruptions. As soon as a person stops rehearsing the information, it has the tendency to disappear.
When a pen and paper are not handy, people often attempt to remember a phone number by repeating
it aloud. If the doorbell rings or the dog barks to come in before a person has the opportunity to make a
phone call, he will likely forget the number instantly. Therefore, rote rehearsal is not an efficient way
to pass information from the short term to long term memory. A better way is to practice "elaborate
rehearsal". This involves assigning semantic meaning to a piece of information so that it can be filed
along with other pre-existing long term memories.

Encoding information semantically also makes it more retrievable. Retrieving information
can be done by recognition or recall. Humans can easily recall memories that are stored in the long
term memory and used often; however, if a memory seems to be forgotten, it may eventually be
retrieved by prompting. The more cues a person is given (such as pictures), the more likely a memory

can be retrieved. This is why multiple choice tests are often used for subjects that require a lot of



memorization.
